separate regional centre in Mumbai is to cater the needs of Konkan division of Maharashtra and to 
provide better student support services to the growing enrolment in Konkan region. Two significant 
aspects of IGNOU RC Mumbai are it includes grater Mumbai and Mumbai suburban where the population 
density is high. It covers about 25% of Maharashtra state total population in a limited land area of 30865 
sq. km. 

 
At present there are 26 Learner Support Centers (LSCs) of which 7 are regular study centers, 14 

are programme study center, 3 are special study center and 2 recognized study centres offering 82 
academic programmes covering Masters, Bachelors, PG Diploma, Diploma, PG Certificate and Certificate 
levels. There are 560 academic counsellors providing academic support to the learners at different study 
centres.

The gross enrollment (Fresh and Re-registrations) of Regional Centre Mumbai has increased 

from 8647 in 2010 to 11657 in 2019 and in the current year a total of 7748 new learners (January and 
July session) have registered. The Regional Centre Mumbai has achieved 25% of fresh enrollment 
growth in July 2019 academic cycle over July 2018 academic cycle and registered ever since highest 
enrollment 5314 in July 2019. It is interesting to note that the share of fresh and young students in the 
total enrollment has been increasing significantly. The trends clearly indicate the demand especially 
among the youth towards Open and Distance Learning. The disadvantaged sections SC, ST and OBC 
enrollment share in the total enrollment has also been increased due to the University policies and DBT 
programme. 

 
The increasing trends of admissions have increased the responsibility of the Regional Centre to 

provide better support services. Accordingly the regional centre is taking utmost care and measures for 
providing better student support services and working towards zero student grievances. The Regional 
Centre has adopted several strategies such as awareness meeting at slum areas, contacting NGOs, 
bankers, industries, promotional meetings at UG and PG colleges for increasing the enrollment in the 
July 2019 and achieved 5314 enrollment. In this report the admission trends, strategies adopted for 
increasing enrollment and post admissions are mentioned in detail 

 
I appreciate the efforts of Regional Centre staff, LSC coordinators, Programme-In-charges and 

part time staff at study centre for supporting to increase the enrollment and providing qualitative 
student support services. I expect the same cooperation and energy from the Regional Centre as well as 
part time functionaries of study centre in the next academic cycle activities.

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      Trends in Admissions and Promotional Strategies for July 2019  
 
 
The Regional Centre Mumbai has achieved 25% of fresh enrollment growth in  July 2019 
academic cycle over July 2018 
academic cycle. A total of 7658  (fresh 
and re -registrat ion) students have 
registered with Regional Centre 
Mumbai in different programmes for 
July 2019 academic cycle.  
 
 
As fresh enrollment the gross 
enrollment also increased from 10234 in 2018 to 11657 in 2019, depicting  the increasing 
demand towards Open and Distance Learning (ODL) under the jurisdiction of Regional 
Centre Mumbai. It is interesting to not e that the share of fresh and young students in the 
total enrollment has been increasing significantly. The trends clearly indicate the demand 
especially among the  youth towards Open and Distance Learning. It further noted, 

besides employed personal, house  
wives and other professionals, who 
are traditionally customers for 
ODL, the young students also 
added to the core enrollment. The 
percentage of unemployed learners 
in the total enrollment has 
increased significant ly during 2010 

to 2019 (table 4) Thus, the  University has given due importance to the placements and 
started Campus Placement Cell (CPC) at Headquarters in 2005 and conducting every year 
placement drives. In the recent past the Regional Placement Cells (RPCs) were established 
at all the Regional C entres for the benefit of learners.  
 

 
The Regional Centre Mumbai has also formed its Regional Placement Cell in 2019. This 

committee consists of academics from the Regional Centre, LSC coordinator, Member 
from Maharashtra Government and member from indust ry. The Regional Centre is 
contacting the industries and corporate companies to conduct Regional Placement drives 
thrice a year. The Regional Centre has conducted one Regional Placement drive 
23 rd  JANUARY 2018  with the collaboration of  Future  Generali Indi a Life Insurance 
Company Limited . Further a  placement drive was specially organized for BBARL 
students on 3 rd  October 2019 with the collaboration of shoppers stop and lifestyle. In

Out of 5314  fresh enrollment in the July 2019 session, SC learners occupied 8.63 
percentage , ST learners  occupied 1.63 percentage, OBC learners  occupied 7.7 percentage 
and General category learners occupied 82 percent age respectively . The disadvantaged 
category learners  enrollment has been increasing significantly  from 2015 due to 

introduction of DBT scheme/ fees reimbursement/fees exemption for SC/ST students 
(Table 9) . For July  2019 academic cycle admissions slum dwe llers were targeted and 
organized good number of awareness meetings  in some of the slum areas located in 
Mumbai such as  Array  milk Colony, Goregaon, Dharavi, Trombay,  Raey Road and Kalyan  
to motivate the  slum population  for registering higher education prog rammes in IGNOU.  
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Trends in admission:  
 
The IGNOU is offeri ng admission in 226programmes (C ertificate to Master programmes) 
for July2019 of which 82 programmes  activated at Regional Centre  Mumbai (Table 6) . The  
admission has offered only for the program mes which are  activated at this  Regional 
Centre.  The activation of newly launched programme is depending upon the feasibility 
and demand of particular programme at the particular region. The Regional Centre is 
activating the programmes timely on the basis  of need and demand of jurisdiction of 
Regional Centre Mumbai.

The gross enrollment (Fresh and Re -registrations) of Regional Centre Mumbai  has 

increased from 8647 in  2010 to 11657 in 2019 and in the current year a total of 7796  

new learners  (January and July session) have registered (Table 7 ). All the admitted 

students have  attached to the active learner support centres for student sup port services. 

As per the July 2019 academic cycle admission data is concern, major proportion of 

enrolled students are concentrated in the Regular Study Centres(91.61%) followed by 

programme study centres(5.80%), Special Study Centers(2.95%) and Recognize d Study 

Centres(0.84%)  respectively .  All t he registered learners  have  attached to a st udy centre 

for support services and t he study centers play a vital role in delivering  support services 

to the registered students in the ODL system.  

 

 

It is pertinent t o note that in the current academic cycle major proportion of students 

have registered for master degree programmes  (41.47)followed by bachelors(39.03), 

diploma(14.33) and certificate programmes  (5.14). It is further interesting to note that the 

BDP progra mme has occupied lion portion among the current admissions and its share in 
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total fresh admissions has been increased from10.39 percentage in 2010 to 38.48 

percentage in 2019. From the admission data it is noted that the programmes MAPC, 

MARD, MSW, MCA BA,  BCOM, BSC, BSW and BCA are having highest demand in this

Strategi es adopted for enhancing enrollment:  
 
 

The data presented in previous pages clearly indicates that the highest fresh student 
enrollment has registered in the current academic cycle i.e July 2019 at the Regional 
Centre Mumbai from its inception. To achieve this, the Regional Centre has adopted 
specific measures and strategies to increase the enrollment such as promotional 
meetings, awareness meetings at slum areas, Under Graduate and Post Graduate 
colleges, discussions and demo for the corporate, contacting local NGOs, bankers and 
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industries to promote specific programmes. The strategies adopted for July 2019 
academic cycle are given below in detail:  
 
1) Contacting and motivating the prospective students  who have uploaded the 
documents and pending for the paymen t in the online admission portal. It was observed 
under the Regional Centre Mumbai the gap between documents uploaded and fee paid 
was about 650 in the month of August 2019. The Regional Centre has exclusively 
dedicated one staff to contact such students o ver phone/through email and motivating 
them to complete registration process and pay the fees. The success rate was about 60% 
and the remaining 40% are including not interested students, double registrations and 
students  completed the admission process thr ough offline.  
 
 

2) Contacting Local NGOs:  The Regional Centre has identified 150 NGOs and 
contacted them over phone/ email and explained the programmes  and provisions 

available at IGNOU in the higher education. MSW, MARD, PGDRD, BSW, DAFE, CAFÉ 
and CRD progra mmes were highlighted and promoted to register for their staff.  
 
 

3) The Regional Center is keeping  the records of visitors/ prospective learners. The 
prospective learners  who visited the Regional Centre in the month of March and April 
2019 were contacted thr ough phone/ SMS/ email and informed about the 
admissions opening in the month of May 2019 . Further, reminder  and repeated  
emails were also sent with the information about IGNOU programmes.  
 
 

4) The Regional Centre has sent admission brochures to the BMC, MMR DA, and 
Maharashtra Disaster Management Authority  requesting them to encourage their staff 
to register for IGNOU programmes.  
 
 

5) Letters  sent to Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Ministry of Rural 
Development for encouraging their staff to register  for progammes MARD, PGDRD, MSW, 
BSW and PGDDM. Further requested the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment to 
help the Regional Centre in organizing meetings in all SC/ST hostels for creating 
awareness about importance of Higher Education, programmes  and provisions of at 
IGNOU among SC/ ST students.  

 

6) Awareness meetings at slums -The Regional Centre has organized 06 awareness 
meetings for slum dwellers, the areas are  
a) Badlapur  
b) Goregaon  
c) Dharavi  
d) Trombay  
e) Raey Road  
f) Kalyan  
 

Major population in these areas is SC/ ST and OBC. There was a positive response 
received from the dwellers. Thus the Regional Centre organized on spot offline admission 
camps in these areas to facilitate the SC/ST and OBC population.  Though it is first 
instance positive and good response h as been received from the slum dwellers. The 
population in this area is mostly interested to take the admissions particularly job 
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oriented and skill based propgrammes. Thus, the programmes like CIT, CFE, CFN,CIG 
and DECE programmes have given main focus an d promoted  
 
 

7) Promotional Meetings at UG/ PG colleges : The Regional Centre has organized 07 
promotional meetings at different different colleges covering Arts, Commerce and Science 
Disciplines.  The programmes related Arts, Commerce and Management disciplin es were 
highlighted and promoted. In some colleges  on spot admission camps were organized.  
 
8) Meetings with corporate/ Industries : The Regional Centre had discussion with 
Indian School of Design and Innovation, Parel (ISDI) and  Swatantra Pvt. Ltd, Dadar for 
promoting IGNOU programmes and pre -admission sessions were organized for their staff. 
From ISDI about 240 students took admission and about 250 from Swatantra Pvt. Ltd.  

 

 

9) The Regional Centre has printed the banner  about commencement of admissions 

and displ ayed in all the Regular Study Centres .the students those who visited the 
college for their regular admissions were also distributed IGNOU pamphlets at the study 
centre level and advised the students to add on course in the IGNOU along with their 
regular pr ogramme  
 

10)  The Regional Centre has released  press releases  in the local dailies about the 
admissions and fee exemptions of SC/ST students . The coordinators/PICs of the study 
centres also instructed to give wider publicity about IGNOU admissions in their loca lity by 
giving regular press releases in the local dailies  
 

11)  The Regional Centre has contacted 5000 alumni  through email/SMS/ phone and 
requested them to promote the IGNOU programmes by becoming the brand ambassador 
of IGNOU and received positive response .

In the July 2019 Academic cycle a total  of 5314 students were registered of which 2045 
students registered for bachelors programmes (38.48%), 2224 students for Masters degree 
programmes (41.85% ), 326 students for Diploma programmes (8.33%) and 276 students 
for Certificate programs(5.19%) respe ctively.
